Course Syllabus
Course Title: Foreign Language – 3 credits 
Department: Language Training for Foreign Citizens

Year of study: 1st year, Medical students

Semester: 1st and 2nd semesters, 2020/2021

Prerequisites: No prior knowledge of the language is required. 
Course Description 

This is a beginner’s course. The course introduces the 1st year students to the foundations of foreign language essential for everyday conversations. The goals for the first year language program include development of the following: mastery of the alphabet, basic vocabulary, the grammar forms and syntax essential for reading and oral comprehension. Elementary writing skills are taught at this stage as well. Throughout the year the students will develop speaking, listening comprehension, reading and presenting information. Content and supporting language structures and vocabulary is theme-based, with outcomes measured in a variety of ways, including task-based activities that support effective communication on the topic.
Outcomes

Upon course completion, students will be able to: 

• Communicate at an elementary level in the skill areas of reading, writing, speaking, and listening (make statements and answer simple statements in the following situations: introduce yourself, greet people in formal and informal settings, ask about one’s profession or occupation, express ownership, describe one’s family and home, discuss food and dietary habits, talk about languages people speak and discuss daily activities, ask for directions and hold a simple conversation in a shop to buy things or order food in a restaurant etc.)

• Engage in conversation, provide and obtain information, express feelings and emotions, and exchange opinions at a novice level.
• Apply linguistic structures supporting communication at the novice level of proficiency: correctly choose affirmative, interrogative and negative sentences; gender, singular and plural forms of nouns, pronouns, adjectives, and numerals; Present, Past and Future tenses of verbs etc.
• Reading with acceptable pronunciation.
• Writing words and phrases in script.
