General characteristics of the discipline
The study of the discipline "Palliative and Hospice Medicine" is carried out in the sixth year of study, when there is a specialization corresponding to the direction of training.

The purpose of the discipline "Palliative and Hospice Medicine" teaching: students gain knowledge about palliative care as a set of medical interventions aimed at relieving pain and relieving other serious manifestations of the disease - physical, psychological and spiritual, to improve the quality of life of incurable patients. 
The role and place of discipline in the system of training
"Palliative and hospice medicine" as a discipline is closely related to internal medicine, infectious diseases, pediatrics, neurology, oncology, surgery, social medicine and health care, ethics and deontology and integrates with them.

2. Goals and objectives of the discipline 


The main tasks of studying the discipline "Palliative and Hospice Medicine" are the following: 

- to understand the concept and principles of palliative care;

- to know the principles of treatment of chronic pain and monitoring of its effectiveness and safety;

- to understand the features of communication with relatives and people around;

- to know the methodology of palliative care for patients with oncological and non-oncological progressive chronic diseases (coronary heart disease, chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, etc.);

- to understand analysis of ethical and legal problems of incurable patients;

- to understand the hospice management.


3. Discipline status – selective, discipline format – mixed, the discipline is accompanied by a Moodle system, teaching the discipline involves a combination of traditional forms of classroom learning with elements of e-learning, which uses special information, interactive technologies, online counseling.


4. Teaching methods – practical classes with the use of presentations, video materials, guidelines.

6. Prerequisites and co-requisites of the discipline 

"Palliative and hospice medicine" as a discipline is based on the study of the following disciplines: internal medicine, infectious diseases, epidemiology, pediatrics, endocrinology, neurology, oncology, surgery, ophthalmology, otolaryngology, dermatology, clinical immunology and pharmacology, health care, hygiene and ecology, ethics and deontology and other morphological disciplines.

7. Study results  

As a result of studying the discipline "Palliative and Hospice Medicine" the student must know:

- management bases of palliative care;

- documentation of the hospice medicine; 

- the incurable patient affecting factors;

- course features of diseases at the terminal stages;

- indications for consultation of the incurable patients by specialist (cardiologist, endocrinologist, nephrologist, oncologist, etc.);

- indications for hospitalization of incurable patients.


As a result of studying the discipline "Palliative and Hospice Medicine" the student must be able to:

- form a plan of the palliative patient management;

- do a medical examination of the incurable patients;
- draw up hospice documentation;

- organize nutrition of the incurable patient;

- prevent complications of diseases for patients at the terminal stages.
