Course abstract

The course on tropical skin and venereal diseases is designed for 5th year students. During the course, practical classes are held, covering a wide range of important medical issues.

The purpose of teaching the discipline "Tropical skin and venereal diseases" is to form in students a correct understanding of the practical significance of tropical skin and venereal diseases among other clinical disciplines, education of the right approach to examination and treatment of the most common tropical skin and venereal diseases, and the necessary knowledge and skills and the ability to use them in certain general clinical situations

The main objectives of the discipline "Tropical skin and venereal diseases" are to acquire the ability to determine the etiological and pathogenetic factors of the most common tropical skin and venereal diseases, to make a preliminary diagnosis of the most common skin and venereal diseases, to determine the tactics of patient management and use prevention of the most common tropical skin and venereal diseases, to use moral and ethical principles of communication with patients with tropical skin and venereal diseases, to appoint laboratory and / or instrumental examination, to carry out differential diagnosis.

Control methods
Organization of current control. Assimilation of the topic (current control) is controlled in a practical lesson in accordance with specific goals. The following means of assessing the level of preparation of students are used: oral examination, test control of the initial level of knowledge, test control of the final level of knowledge, solving clinical tests and their further discussion. The final lesson (SO) must be conducted in accordance with the curriculum during the semester on a schedule, during classes. Acceptance of software is carried out by the teacher of the academic group. Assessment is carried out according to the traditional 4-point system: "excellent", "good", "satisfactory" and "unsatisfactory". The conversion of the average grade for the current educational activity into a multi-point scale is carried out in accordance with the "Instructions for evaluating the educational activity of students…" or the average grade (to the nearest hundredth) according Programof Discipline  teacher automatically receives using the electronic journal . The minimum number of points that a student must score for the current activity during the study of the section is 120 points, the maximum number of points - 200 points.
Assessment of students' independent work. Independent work of students, which is provided by the topic of the lesson along with the classroom work, is assessed during the current control of the topic in the relevant lesson.

Assessment of individual student tasks is carried out under the conditions of the teacher's tasks (report of the abstract at the practical lesson, report with presentation at the practical lesson, report at scientific and practical conferences of the department, university, writing abstracts, articles, participation in the All-Ukrainian Olympiad). Points (not more than 10) are added as incentives. The total amount of points for current educational activities may not exceed 120 points.
Organization of final control - credit. Admission to the test is determined in points of current educational activity, namely: min - 120, max - 200 points. The test is conducted by the teacher of the academic group or by a commission in case of disagreement of the student with the results of the certification. If the test is not passed, the dates of rescheduling are set in the time before the exam session, during the holidays, before the beginning of the next semester.
The test includes:

1. Solving a package of test tasks, which includes basic (anchor) test tasks in the amount of 10 tests. Evaluation criterion - 100% correctly solved tasks.

2. Assessment of the acquisition of practical skills and theoretical knowledge on all topics of the discipline. Assessment of practical skills is carried out according to the criteria of "performed", "failed"

Assessment of the acquisition of practical skills and theoretical knowledge is based on tickets drawn up at the department.
Grade from the discipline

The grade for the discipline is defined as the arithmetic mean of the points for the semester during which the discipline was studied, which are translated into a 120-point ECTS scale with the addition of points obtained directly on the differentiated test.

The maximum number of points that a student can score for studying the discipline - 200 points, including the maximum number of points for current educational activities - 120 points. The minimum number of points is 120, including the minimum current educational activity - 70 and the results of differentiated credit - 50 points.

The grade in the discipline is given only to students who have passed all practical classes and differentiated credit. If the test is not passed, the dates of re-setting are set in time before the exam session, during the holidays, before the beginning of the next semester.

Students who have not been admitted to the differentiated credit or have not passed it are entitled to liquidation of current academic debt and rescheduling of credit within the current semester, as well as within the approved schedule for two weeks during winter or summer vacation after completion the relevant semester or academic year.

Course policy

To achieve the goals of training and successfully complete the course, it is necessary: ​​from the first day to join the work; attend classes regularly; read the material in advance, before its consideration in a practical lesson; not to be late and not to miss lectures and practical classes; come to the department dressed in a medical gown, have changeable shoes, carry a notebook, pen; perform all necessary tasks and work every day; be able to work with a partner or in a group; ask for help and get it when you need it.

Omissions of practical classes are worked out hour by hour to the teacher of group or the next teacher. Reception of tests and consultations are held daily from 1500 - 1700, on Saturdays in accordance with the "Regulations on the procedure for students to study" from 07.12.2015 № 415.
